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“Speaking Like Jesus: The Power of Agreement” 

Core Idea: 
Once we believe like Jesus, we begin to speak like Him, our words align with Heaven, and 
agreement releases Kingdom realities. Speaking isn’t magic; it’s alignment. Life and death are in 
the tongue, and authority is exercised through what we say. 

 

Core Scriptures: 

• Proverbs 18:21 – “The tongue has the power of life and death...” 

• Matthew 12:34 – “For the mouth speaks what the heart is full of.” 

• 2 Corinthians 4:13 – “...we also believe and therefore speak.” 

• Mark 11:23 – “...whoever says to this mountain...” 

• Isaiah 55:11 – “My word... will not return to Me empty...” 

 

Teaching Flow: 

1. From Believing to Speaking 

• Last week: Right belief changes identity and gives access to authority. 

• This week: Right speech releases that authority into the world. 

• What we speak reveals what we believe, whether fear or faith. 

2. Jesus Spoke with Intention 

• Mark 4:35-41 Jesus didn’t pray for the storm to go away, He spoke to it. 

• John 11:38-44 He didn’t ask God to raise Lazarus, He commanded life. 

• Why? Because He knew the Father heard Him, and He spoke from that alignment. 

3. Matthew 1:18-19 Our Words Agree with One of Two Kingdoms 

• Agreement is a spiritual law. 

• We either agree with Heaven or hell. 

• Complaining and fear-filled speech empower the wrong kingdom. 

• Faith-filled declarations align with God's heart and shift atmospheres. 
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Quote: “What you tolerate with your words, you permit with your life.” 

4. Declarations Aren’t Hype, They’re Alignment 

• A declaration is not wishful thinking, its truth spoken with conviction. 

• We’re not trying to make something happen, we’re partnering with what’s already been 
given. 

 

Application: 

Ask: 

• What have I been speaking over myself, my family, my situation? 

• Does it match what God says? 

• If Jesus were standing in my shoes, what would He say? 

Activate: 

• Invite the Holy Spirit to highlight misaligned speech. 

• As a group, write fresh declarations that align with truth and identity. 

• Speak them aloud together, breaking agreement with lies and stepping into new 
authority. 

 

Declarations: 

• I believe, so I speak. 

• I don’t partner with fear, I declare truth. 

• My words release peace, healing, and life. 

• My agreement shifts atmospheres. 

• I speak with the authority of Heaven.
